New NSSA Associate Instructor Course, Youth Camp & Course Schedules

The demand for instructor training for parents who want to help with Scholastic Clays Target Program, 4-H, and other youth programs has grown significantly over recent years. We considered many options to help with this request. The result of our analysis is that they need to be taught the NSSA standards beginning with safety, and an Associate Instructor Course has been created to meet this need.

Associate Instructor Courses will be the same as a Level 1 course, with the same materials and will be taught by a zone instructor. The length of the course will be two days and the cost will be $300. Associates will not be listed on the website. 

The emphasis and primary purpose of the Associate Instructor Program is to promote youth shooting in a safe conscientious manner while providing the sound fundamentals of skeet shooting. The NSSA associate instructor credentials are for teaching youth and not for profit. 

Those who successfully complete the course can request and be certified as a Level 1 instructor once they comply with the requirements of being a C Class or higher shooter. There will be a small administrative fee to advance. Prerequisites for attendance at an Associate Instructor Course are:

•  Must be a current nssa member (can join first year for free)

•  Must be 18 years of age
