Iowa – Special Election to replace Mark Anthony Conway – Click here for more
A special election was held, to fill the vacancy left in Iowa, by Mark Anthony Conway when he resigned because he failed to vote in two elections during the 2012 shoot year.
Rule I-C-1-h on page 10 of the 2012 NSCA Rule Book – Annually, the voting record of all National Delegates will be reviewed by the NSCA Executive Council.  Any Delegate found to have missed more than one (1) vote during the previous year will be removed from office and replaced as outlined in section I-C-1-d.  A Delegate that has been removed from office may not run again for a Delegate position in any State for the next term.
Rule I-C-1-d on page 9 of the 2012 NSCA Rule Book – National Delegate Vacancies – Any National Delegate vacancies occurring among the various states or provinces, territories, or geographic subdivisions recognized by the association, shall be filled for the balance of the unexpired term.  Persons receiving a minimum of five (5) votes in the last National Delegate election in the same state, province, territory or geographical subdivision shall be eligible and will be invited to fill the vacancy in the order of the vote totals, highest number of votes first, or in alphabetical order by last name in the case of ties.  If the vacancy cannot be filled by this process, a mid-term election shall be held within 45 days to fill the vacancy.
According to this rule there was one person available from the 2011 elections that had five (5) votes, to fill the position; Robert Humphrey.  Robert agreed to have his name on a replacement ballot along with any write-in candidates and agreed to serve out the 2012-2013 term of office, if he won the election.  A ballot listing Robert Humphrey and a place to write-in candidates was sent to all current NSCA members, as of December 31, 2012, in Iowa.  There were 229 ballots mailed out.  42 ballots were returned to NSCA Headquarters by the deadline date of March 22, 2013.

The election results are as follows:

Chris Clark - 17 votes

Ken Frost – 1 write-in vote

Robert Humphrey – 24 votes

Robert Humphrey was elected to fill the vacancy as Iowa Delegate for the remainder of the 2012-2013 term of office.
