Oklahoma Delegate – Special Election to replace Pam Mach and Tyler Thurston – Click here for more
A special election was held, to fill 2 vacancies left in Oklahoma, by Pam Mach when she failed to shoot the minimum 500 targets required to maintain the position as Delegate during the 2012 shoot year and Tyler Thurston who resigned because he failed to shoot the minimum 500 targets required to maintain the position as Delegate during the 2012 shoot year.  A Delegate that has been removed from office may not run again for a Delegate position in any State for the next term.
Rule I-C-1-g on page 10 of the 2010 NSCA Rule Book – Registered Targets – National Delegates are required to shoot a minimum of 500 registered targets each year, including the year immediately preceding their year of election.  This requirement must be fulfilled by participation at registered tournaments, not league or monthly targets.
Rule I-C-1-d on page 9 of the 2010 NSCA Rule Book – National Delegate Vacancies – Any National Delegate vacancies occurring among the various states or provinces, territories, or geographic subdivisions recognized by the association, shall be filled for the balance of the unexpired term.  Persons receiving a minimum of five (5) votes in the last National Delegate election in the same state, province, territory or geographical subdivision shall be eligible and will be invited to fill the vacancy in the order of the vote totals, highest number of votes first, or in alphabetical order by last name in the case of ties.  If the vacancy cannot be filled by this process, a mid-term election shall be held within 45 days to fill the vacancy.

According to this rule there were no other persons available from the 2011 elections that had five (5) votes, to fill the position.  We were given the names of three people provided to us by the Oklahoma Sporting Clays Association.  These three people agreed to serve the remainder of the 2012-2013 term of office, if they were elected.  Those three names were placed on the ballot, which was sent to all current NSCA members, as of December 31, 2012, in Oklahoma.  The names on the ballot were Charlie Bell, George Durham and Jim Hicks.  There was also a place to write-in any other nominee.  There were 361 ballots mailed out.  73 ballots were returned to NSCA Headquarters by the deadline date of March 22, 2013.

The election results are as follows:

Charlie Bell - 36 votes

George Durham – 19 votes
Jim Hicks – 67 votes
Jerome Holden – 1 write in vote     

Charlie Bell and Jim Hicks were elected to fill the vacancies as Oklahoma Delegates for the remainder of the 2012-2013 term of office.
