North Carolina – Special Election to replace Charles Frazier 
A vacancy has recently been left in North Carolina, by Chuck Frazier when he resigned from his position as Delegate for North Carolina.

Rule I-C-1-d on page 9 of the 2012 online NSCA Rule Book – National Delegate Vacancies – Any National Delegate vacancies occurring among the various states or provinces, territories, or geographic subdivisions recognized by the association, shall be filled for the balance of the unexpired term.  Persons receiving a minimum of five (5) votes in the last National Delegate election in the same state, province, territory or geographic subdivision shall be eligible and will be invited to fill the vacancy in the order of the vote totals, highest number of votes first, or in alphabetical order by last name in the case of ties.  If the vacancy cannot be filled by this process, a mid-term election shall be held within 45 days to fill the vacancy.

According to this rule the next person receiving 5 or more votes during the election process, held in 2011, will fill the vacancy.  Seth Seal received 10 votes during the election process in 2011.  Seth was contacted and asked if he would accept the position as replacement Delegate in North Carolina for the remainder of the 2012-2013 term of office.  Seth accepted the position of Delegate in North Carolina and will replace Charles Frazier for the remainder of the 2012-2013 term of office, which ends December 31, 2013.
