II.
 Motion to accept the US Open minutes was made by Vance Barnes; 2nd by Frieda Lancaster.  Motion carried.
III.       NSCA REPORTS

Robert Crow, NSCA Director, gave a report on membership and target growth.  Both membership and target numbers are up from last year.

Steve Scales, NSSA/NSCA Finance Director, gave the financial report.  At the end of the first eight months of 2010, the increase in number of corporate events, change of business on the property and donations made all helped to increase our bottom line.  Skeet Shooting Review replaced their publisher which also helped save money.  The NSCA Instructor Program had an increase in the number of classes’ schedule.  The NSSA/NSCA Finance Committee is working together to watch over our finances.  As of this date, NSSA/NSCA has had a strong year.  We hope to have a strong end of year so funds will be available to start making planned improvements.  NSCA brings in more revenue than NSSA.  In Spring 2009, the Bonus Bucks Program began. There is a 70% renewal rate from new members who signed up on the program; $16,000 was added to the bottom line.  These members have also shot between 5,000 and 10,000 targets.  Jim Gast reported that Headquarters' property was appraised at $24-$26 million 4 years ago.  The remediation cost is estimated at $39 million.

Michael Hampton, NSSA/NSCA Director, gave the Public Relations Report.  The new NSSA/NSCA website, www.nssa-nsca.org is up and running.  Please check it out and give us your feedback.  We are working with Sherry Kerr who is spearheading the project.  Some items are not available at this time.  We also started NSSA/NSCA Facebook this year.  Both the website and Facebook are very different from what we had in the past.  The official launch date for the new website is January 1, 2011.
Robert Crow, NSCA Director, gave a report on the 2010 Nationals.  Numbers of entries are up from last year across the board in all events.  The Pilla Pro Challenge is a new Team USA fundraiser event being held during Nationals.  He thanked Scott Robertson for bringing this shoot in to be part of the event.  On Friday, there is the Top Gun Shoot Out along with the Shooter's Party where there will be a costume and golf cart decorating contest along with several drawings.  Saturday night's schedule includes the Blaser Oktoberfest along with the Blaser Shoot Out.  Kids and Clays is our "charity of choice."  Glenn Lubeznik and Tammy Steinhagen are on site with 150 silent auction items to be bid on Friday night.  All proceeds will go to the Ronald McDonald House charities.  The Ronald McDonald event is also available with proceeds going to the Ronald McDonald House charities.

Robert Crow indicated that all rules voted on by the National Delegates during 2010 have passed and will go into effect January 1, 2011.  The winter Advisory Council meeting will be held January 28-29, 2011 at the National Shooting Complex, San Antonio, Texas.  The 2011 World English Sporting Clays Championship and Nationals entry forms are available online in Registration.  Printed entry forms for both of these events were placed in all shooters packets, as well.  A 50-target Super Sporting event will be added to the 2011 World Sporting Clays and Nationals events. The 2011 Nationals FITASC event will be using the new style design.  This will allow all shooters to shoot the same FITASC course and eliminate having to offer two courses.

Anthony Matarese, Jr., M&M Sporting Clays, gave a 2011 US Open report.  All is progressing well. They are revamping some of the courses at M&M.  There are 675 entries at this time. He asked shooters to come by Registration and sign up.
Robert Crow, NSCA Director, thanked Betty and Dieter Krieghoff for donating the K-80 which was raffled as a fundraiser for the 2010 Team USA, NSCA All-American and NSSA All-American Teams.  The Pilla Pro Challenge is the last Team USA fundraiser for the 2010 shoot year and will help close the $14,000 gap spent this year on Team USA.

Zach Snow, NSSF, talked about NSSF’s goal is to promote the shooting sports and assist range owners.  He asked the range owners to stop by White Flyer vendor building to meet with him and ask questions.  NSSF has a Range Action Committee to assist range owners.

Phil Murray, NSCA Executive Council Chairman, gave a SCTP report.  Michael Hampton, Jr., NSSA/NSCA Executive Director is on the SCTP Board of Trustees.  Phil reported there are new people involved and many changes have been made to the program.  NSSA/NSCA has signed a Memorandum of Understanding recognizing SCTP as the NSCA-NSSA Official Youth Program.  Phil Murray is an Industry Trustee for SCTP.  NSSA/NSCA met with Larry Potterfield, owner of Midway USA, who granted $1.6 million to the SCTP Program.   At this time, the ATA does not fit into this grant.  There are $1,000 grants available to high schools and colleges to develop SCTP Teams.  USA Shooting is also a part of SCTP.  Russ Arnold is the interim Director of the SCTP Program. 

Robert Crow, NSCA Director, announced that the 2012 World FITASC Championship will be held at Northbrook Sports Club in Illinois.  FITASC will be sending a committee member along with Advisory Council member Joe Cantey III to look at and approve Northbrook Sports Club in November.  The 2010 Awards Banquet will be held at the Courtyard Marriott.  Cocktails will be at 6:30PM with dinner following at 7:00PM, Thursday, October 28, 2010.  
Steve Schultz, NSCA Executive Council Member and Hall of Fame Chairman gave a Hall of Fame update. There will not be any Hall of Fame inductees this year.  The Hall of Fame criteria has changed from strictly membership nominations.  The Hall of Fame Committee will now come up with nominations for the positions of Shooter, Hal du Pont and Hill Adams awards.  From the nine committee members, only two nominations have been received.  The nominations not chosen for the year will be held and re-nominated for three years before dropping.  
Robert Crow, NSCA Director, gave an update on the progress of the NSCA-NSSA Safety Video Training. We are diligently working on a NSSA/NSCA safety video.  When completed, it will be sent to all Instructors, Delegates and Range Owners.  It will include 5-Stand, FITASC and other disciplines. 
IV. 
Long Range Planning Committee Update

Louise Terry, NSSA Past President, gave the Long Range Planning Committee Report.  There is a 10-year Master Plan which started two years ago when the property was for sale.  Land is more valuable today than it was two years ago when the sale of the property was being considered.   Blaser had asked to build their Headquarters on these grounds; however, we didn’t have a good answer for them.  Jim Davidson designed a proposal for the property.  overall plan – National Shooting Complex is a huge asset and is underutilized in usage and revenue generation.  We plan to add facilities and activities such as a shooting academy.  We are centrally located and easily accessible for the public.  The Steering Committee has three initiatives for the January Annual meetings.  They are: (1) define a 10 year Master Plan, (2) discuss how to generate more members and (3) create a capital campaign - we need major funding and to get more people who will endorse this.  We are looking at creating a Recreational Shooter Membership.  The conception is there are 17 million recreational shotgun shooters, of which 3 million are Sporting Clay shooters.  How can we capture these people?  We have money budgeted in 2011 to start this program.

2012 US Open Presentation

At this time, the two clubs that bid for the 2012 US Open gave their presentations.  Those were Caribou Gun Club and The Willows.  Randy Voss of Caribou Gun Club gave his presentation followed by Barry Kelly of the Willows.  Voting for US Open location was held.  All Advisory Council members were asked to vote for the club they felt should host the US Open.  Ballots were collected and counted with the announcement of the winner to be held until after further business discussions.    

VI. 
NSCA Television Show

Scott Robertson, NSCA Executive Council Member, talked about raising the target fees to $.04 per target to help raise money for the NSSA/NSCA TV Show which will help promote the shooting sports.  Joe Kennedy is working on a budget plan.  Bruce Scott discussed the possibilities of offering a TV show and explained his history of owning/operating a TV series.   The cost of the Show is estimated at $400,000.  Raising target fees will bring in about one-half of the money.  The remaining dollars will be raised by selling sponsorship/commercials.  After three years, December 31, 2014, if the show does not work out, a decision will be made to cancel the show or proceed.  If the decision is to eliminate the show, target fess will revert back to $.03 per target.  Ballots will be sent to all Delegates to vote on the target fee increase for the TV Show.  If the vote passes, target fees will be increased effective January 1, 2011.  We are one year away from the first broadcast. 
VII.
NSCA Classification System Review

Joe Kennedy, Executive Council Member, talked about the NSCA Class System.  Joe says the Punch System is not working as it is.  Joe proposes an Adjusted Average System.  He feels that the Punch System is not fixable.  He would like to run the new adjusted average system parallel to the current Punch System for the 2011 shoot year.  Louise Terry, NSSA Past President, said that we tried an Adjusted Average System in the years before the Punch System and it didn’t work.  Don Henderson, NSCA Florida Delegate, proposed that Hunter Class be taken into the NSCA Class System.  
Jeff Demmon made a motion to run the adjusted average system parallel to the current punch system for the 2011 shoot year.  Derek Moore seconded the motion.  Motion carried.  The adjusted average system will be run parallel to the current punch system for the 2011 shoot year.

At this time, the 2012 US Open location was announced.  Caribou Gun Club was elected by a majority vote of the Advisory Council to host the 2012 US Open.
